Program of Study Implementation Considerations
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• Perkins funds can be used to support statewide or approved regional 
programs of study
• State CTE Funds may be used to support all CTE courses.  

• The course sequences within each program of study will be used for federal 
reporting of CTE concentrators 

• The new federal definition for a CTE concentrator, as outlined in Perkins V, is 
the completion of two courses (for two or more credits) within a program of 
study 

• Proposed definition for a CTE completer to be the completion of three or 
more courses for four or more credits including one level three or level four 
course
